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Bias refers to systematic errors
or deviations Iin study design,
conduct, or analysis that
can distort the results and
conclusions of research studies.|

This means that can mean that

some flaws or problems in the

way the studies are conducted
can lead to larger or smaller
effect than what the true one.
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Risk of bias assesses the
likelihood that systematic errors
have influenced study results,
affecting the validity and
reliability of findings.

Bias should be considered in
two key areas within a
systematic review or
meta-analysis.
